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Donation from Regency Steel Asia to 
NTU for Research on High Tensile Steel 
for Structural Construction 
 
Mitsui & Co. affiliated company - Regency 
Steel Asia, the main steel products trading 
company in Asia (head office-Singapore – 
Nomura Yuichi CEO), has announced the 
setting up of a S$3 million fund at 
Singapore’s Nanyang Technological 
University to develop high tensile steel for 
structural construction.  High tensile steel’s 
strength is more than twice that of 
conventional metal, and is easier to 
fabricate and erect to form bridging 
structures over existing infrastructure. 
 
The first research project will take three 
years, from now to June 2011. It will be a 
study on high strength steel used in 
building and construction.    
 
Compared to current conventional metal 
that is used for building constructions, high 
tensile steel is also widely used for 
petrochemical facilities, constructions, 
marine, shipbuilding, automotive, bridges 
and others.  However, at double the cost 
per ton, this is a concern. 
 
The partnership between Regency Steel 
Asia and NTU combines the best of 
industry knowledge to develop high tensile 
building material at a reasonable cost.   
 
Mr Yuichi Nomura, CEO of RSA, says, “In 
land scarce Singapore, it is essential to 
develop innovative construction methods 
that use fewer raw materials and are more 
environmentally sustainable.”
